Second Community Update

December 10, 2008

This is the second update of FHS activity towards accreditation of our Master’s in Public Health program, and our BA and BSc degrees in Health Sciences.

Over the past two months we have engaged in the following activities:

· Held two community meetings with faculty and staff around FHS values, mission goals and objectives, and core competencies;

· Met with disciplinary subgroups to review/revise the core competencies;

· Finished drafts of core competencies for initial ratification by the Graduate Studies Committee (GSC) and the Faculty Executive Committee (FEC);

· Reviewed and completed a draft of the FHS Value Statement for ratification by the FEC and the Faculty Council.

· Held two community meetings with graduate students at which the core competencies were distributed for discussion and review (the main focus of these meetings was on their evaluation of the MPH program more generally); and

· Prepared an initial draft of the required program evaluation plan to be submitted with the self-study.

What’s on the schedule for the next couple of months?

· Beginning shortly, and long with the requisite annual report forms, you’ll be receiving a request for information, which includes an updated CV, report of community-based activities (either research or service), grants written/received, etc.
· In early January 2008, Barb Berry will be contacting those of you who teach in the MPH core curriculum to assist her with a mapping exercise which is intended to link our core competencies with specific course activities.

· We’ll be finalizing a full evaluation plan for the Faculty which will be disseminated for discussion/feedback, and for review and approval by the GSC, UGSC, and FEC.

· The Undergraduate Studies Committee will be meeting to develop core competencies for the BA and BSc programs.

· In the Dean’s office, staff will be working on sections of the report that deal with research and teaching infrastructure, budget, and related resources.
